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At the outset, the Registrar and Member Secretary welcomed members
of the Board of Management to the meeting. Hon’ble Vice Chancellor and
Chairman Dr. D. L. Maheshwar also welcomed all the members of Board of
Management of UHS, Bagalkot for the 45t (Emergent) Meeting of Board of
Management. All members were informed regarding the necessity of this

emergent meeting. The Registrar requested the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor and
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Chairman to chair the meeting and to conduct the deliberations as per the
agenda for discussion. The proposed budget for the year 2018-19 and revised
budget for the year 2017-18 of UHS, Bagalkot and budget released by the
Government and receipts and payments were placed before the meeting and
discussed in lengthy. It was brought to the notice of the Board that the
proposed budget for the year 2018-19 and revised budget for the year 2017-18
were placed before the 18th Meeting of Finance Committee of UHS, Bagalkot
held at morning of 4-6-2018 at Regional Office, College of Horticulture,
G.K.V.K. Campus, Bengaluru, after detailed deliberation, the finance
committee recommended the proposed budget for the year 2018-19 for Board

of Management for kind approval.

Revised budget for the year 2017-18 and proposed budget for
the year 2018-19 of UHS, Bagalkot.

Discussion and Resolution :

An item with regard to proposed budget for the year 2018-19 and

revised budget for the year 2017-18 of University of Horticultural

Sciences, Bagalkot were placed before the meeting. The

Comptroller, UHS, Bagalkot provided the detailed information to

the meeting regarding revised budget (receipt), budget utilized

during 2017-18 and proposed budget for the year 2018-19.

After detailed discussion and suggestions given by the members

in the meeting, the Board accorded its approval for the

recommendations of the Finance committee regarding revised

budget for 2017-18 and proposed budget for 2018-19.

Following are the suggestions given by the Hon’ble members of

the Board at the time of Board meeting.

1. Hon’ble Member Dr. Y. B. Patil has made an objection for not
taking approval for the revised budget for the year 2017-18
and proposed budget for the year 2018-19 before 31-03-2018
by the Board and sought the details of approval of the Board
for the year 2015-16 and 2016-17 in this regard.
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Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor explained that, in view of
announcement of legislative election and model code of
conduct imposed in the state, the approval was not taken in
time. And also explained the Board that, Government
approval has been taken in this regard as per the approval of
the finance committee.
Dr. Y. B. Patil, Hon’ble Member sought the details of
expenditure made during the month of April and May for the
present year 2018-19.
Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor explained that, the Secretary,
Department of Horticulture has accorded approval for
payment of employee’s salary for the month of April, May &
June, pension and other service expenses subject to pending
approval of the Board of Management.
Further, Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor informed that the details of
payment made on essentiality basis during the month of April
and May of present financial year will be produced in the next
Board meeting.

Hon’ble Members have suggested to take approval for the
budget before ending of March by the Board of Management
compulsory henceforth and requested the Hon’ble Vice-
Chancellor to nominate the one non-official Board Member to
the Finance Committee (in place of Basavaraj Shivannanvar )
immediately.

(Action: Comptroller/Registrar)
Dr. Y. B. Patil, Hon’ble Member suggested to conduct finance
committee meeting once in three months and to provide
budget details viz., utilized budget, budget received from the
Govt. and other institutions in the meeting, this will help for
the financial progress of the University in the interest of

University.
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In response to this, Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor informed that the
action will be taken to conduct Finance Committee Meeting
once in three months based on necessity.

Smt. Padmavathi, Additional Secretary, Finance Department,
Govt. of Government has explained to the meeting that the
financial restrictions of new Government, suggested to utilize
the budget released to the University and to submit the
proposal for additional budget to the Government as per
requirement.

Sri Prasanna Kumar, Deputy Secretary, Department of
Horticulture has expressed an objection for not utilizing the
budget of Rs. 5.00 crores released during the last year for
establishment of College of Horticulture Engineering and
Food Technology, Devihosur. Further, he also informed the
Board that, Government has given administrative approval for
Rs. 10.00 crores for newly establishment of college, but
Government has not considered the request submitted by the
University to administrative approval for Rs. 36.00 crores,

For the last year saving amount is Rs. 2215 lakhs, after
lengthy discussion with regard revolving fund to increase the
internal income of the University, Hon’ble members have
suggested the University to spend finance properly.

Hon’ble member Dr. Y. B. Patil sought the details regarding
University Foundation Fund. The Comptroller produced the
details viz., deposit, interest accrued, fixed deposits having in
various banks during the meeting. It was informed to the
meeting that Rs. 36.16 crores deposit transaction has been
made during the year 2017-18 and Hon’ble Member sought
the reason for not mentioning the details of Rs. 5.00 crores
fixed deposit amount of Foundation Fund in the budget book.
In this connection, Deputy Comptroller submitted the Board

that, the Foundation Fund and budget accounts are different,
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will not be utilized and information will be submitted in
separate annual account book.

Further, Dr. H. B. Lingaiah, Hon’ble Board Member and
Director of Education responding to the question of Hon’ble
Member informed the meeting that, an amount of Rs. 5.19
crores has been released by the Indian Council of Agriculture
Research during the last day of March, 2018, out of this an
amount of Rs. 1.65 crores has been utilized. And also
informed to the meeting that budget from various projects of
Indian Council of Agriculture Research not yet released.

Approval for shifting of College of Horticulture Engineering
and Food Technology to Haveli campus and to invite tender
for repair / renovation works of hostels for boys and girls,
dining hall, class room, laboratories and administrative
office etc. at Haveli campus buildings (old).

Discussion & Resolution :

After perusal of the proposal for approval for shifting of College of
Horticulture Engineering and Food Technology to Haveli campus
and to invite tender for repair / renovation works of hostels for
boys and girls, dining hall, class room, laboratories and
administrative office etc. at Haveli campus buildings (old), the

members have suggested as follows ;
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» Smt. Padmavathi, Hon’ble Member and Additional Secretary,
Finance Department has objected for utilizing the budget for
repair of buildings of Haveli Campus, as the budget of Rs.
5.00 crores which has been sanctioned by the Government
for the purpose of development of College of Horticulture
Engineering and Food Technology, Devihosur, Haveri District
and the budget released need to be utilized for the purpose.
They informed the Board that, said budget will not be utilized
for other campus. Further, in case of emergency repair works
in the interest of students, the budget may be utilized after
getting permission from the Government by writing a letter to
the Government with proper justification.

» Dr. Y. B. Patil Hon’ble member objected to shifting of College
of Horticulture Engineering and Food Technology to Haveli
campus stating that, if the Almatti water level height is
increased, there will be mosquito bites, crocodiles plagues

from back water.

» Board suggested to approach Finance Advisor (Agriculture

Scientist Sri Subramanyam) to new Govt. Chief Minister to
bring the matter of establishment of College of Horticulture
Engineering and Food Technology to his kind notice and for
taking administrative approval for release of budget for
development of the college.
Finally, with respect to above item, Board decided that, in
case of emergency repair works and its necessity, it was
decided to submit the proposal with proper justification to the
Government without confirmation of the minutes and to take
necessary action after receipt of approval from the
Government.

> After detailed deliberations, with respect to prescribing
minimum pay to the daily wages employees of the University
as per the orders of Labour Department, Government of
Karnataka and common salary, the Board directed the
University to prescribe the common salary to the daily wages
employees of the University. (Action: Administrative
Officer)

» Discussed with respect to deputation of teaching and non-
teaching staff for trainings, permission for attending national,
inter-national conferences. Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor and
Chairman informed to the meeting that the more number of

teachers are deputing for trainings and also informed
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regarding action taken by the University for improvement of
quality education. (Action: Administrative Officer)

» Board suggested the University to conduct the meeting of
Finance Committee once in three months for placing the
matters of financial status. (Action: Comptroller)

» Hon’ble Members expressed that there are more number of
opportunities for increasing internal income by establishing
nurseries at all the Colleges and Research Stations, for
getting more income by providing quality plants to the

farmers. (Action: Director of Research)
