2. The issue with respect to promotion of Library Assistant to
Assistant Librarian was raised by Dr. Y. B. Patil and other
members, but BOM did not arrive at consensus regarding this
issue.

3. With respect to the promotions of service personnel it was
decided to defer the item and suggested to wait till the
proposed statutes of UHS-B submitted to the Government is
approved.

Hon’ble Member Dr. H. N. Kher invited the attention of all rega_rc_:il_n_g
following issues ;

1. Suggested to change the nomenclature of M.Sc. (Hort.) to M., Sc.
(Agri.) in all the allied subjects viz., Plant Pathology, Entomology,
Soil Science and Agriculture Chemistry, Genetics and Plant
Breeding and Plant Biotechnology, in order to end the impasse.
In this regard, he suggested to take suitable decisions by
appropriate authority. He also opined that, change of
nomenclature is not correct when matter is considered from the
point of view of technically. Further, he reprimands the students
community not to blame University for any discrepancy arises in
future.

2. While discussing various issues related to upgradation of
teachers under CAS, he underlined the need to implement,
whatever decisions taken by the Hon’ble Board of Management,
failing which appropriate action shall be initiated against the
concerned person for defying the decision of the Board. Further,
he specifically mentioned about, reduction of period from six to
five years for upgrading teachers under CAS from Rs. 6000 to
Rs. 7000/- AGP; as M.Sc. (Hort.) is a professional degree and it
1s equivalent to other master degrees viz., M. Sc. (Agri.), M.Vsc.,
LLM etc.

3. The Secretary to Government, Dept. of Horticulture, GOK suggested
the University to have a co-ordination with Karnataka State
Department of Horticulture, so as to bring the staff of University |
and Department to implement extension activities, in order to reach
the farmers to address their problems. In response to this, Member
Secretary informed the Secretary that, UHS has already several
mechanism viz., Annual Technical Meet, Regional Workshop,
Research Council, Extension Education Council through these UHS
creates platform every year for KSDH staff at district and state level
to bring the various problems of the farmers, so as to formulate
effective research and extension programmes by the University.
Further, The Secretary further underline the need for concerted and
meaningful research programmes in the University. The research
with respect to protected cultivation needs to be revamped. Both
KSDH and UHSB have to strive hard to bring more area under
horticulture crops.
